BANK NATIONALISATION

Natlonalisation of banks implies the
transfer of ownership and management of
banks from private hands to the State. Theori-
tically, text books highlight four {ssues to
cover all the arguments of the nationalisatlon.
They are: Monetisation issue, Integration
Issue, Soclalisation issue and Efficlency issue.
(Sayers, “Modern Banking'). Newly cruerged
nations in the developing world have not found
this classification much useful, because some
of thesc issues can also be used against
pationalisation. The all pervasive control of
jhe central banks have rendsred the first two
ssues redundant. Banking industry whether
pader Public control or private management
ghould function on commercial basis, so long
8 It deals with other people’s money., Hence

I?I!I have to be obsarved.

- After the Second World War several
untrles in Burope, such as Prance. Belgium
weden, and Spain have brought banks under
blic ownership and control. In many
apitalistic’ countries quite a sizeable area 1s
Arown cpan to the public sector. On the other
d. many countries which have opted
democratic soctallsm have a flourshing
fivate sector including banking.

. Dr. Muranjan polnts out that banks ate
& position to *‘reap where they have not
”. Banks make profits on the people’s
puey; because of the savings kept with them
the people. The profit arlsing out of the

people’s savings must go back to the people
and not {nto the hands of the private owners
of the banks.

It is now more than 22 yeras since India
became free, but during this period the teem-
ing millfons have waited in vain for some
improvement in their economic prosperity,
One of the factors which has prevented the
benefits of the development percelating to the
lowest levels is that the economlic power
commanded by our banks has been the
monopoly of a handful of leading business
groups who have dominated the country’s
economic life. In a poor country where it
is extremely difficult to mobilise adequate
resources for development, it is necessary that
institutlons like the banks which touch the life
of millions should be made to subserve the
national priorites and objectives. Nationaliza-
tion of banks is inevitable if we wish to
establish a truly egalitarian society.

Nationalisation of banks will, again, put
an end to the diversfon of deposits to indostrial
houses controlied by private bank directors,
elthers directly or by the “back searching
technique’ — a technique by which directors
in one bank by mutnal arrangement lend money
to directors in the other bank and vice versa.
The result is the concemtratlon of economic
power and monopoly by interlocking director-
ships of banks and non-governmentai fndustelg]
undertakings.



Government will be able to divert credit
to areas of {ts choice, without providing the
finance for speculation, hoarding, and corner-
Ing of stocks. It aims at primarily to ensure
better menagement of our exlsting resources,
and it helps to generate more national income.
Under the new dispensation the banks are
being asked to extend their operatlon to rural
areas as well, so that surplus incomes being
generated there. are also mopped up. Agri-
culture is contributing more than 409 to our
economy and as the banking habits take routes
in the rural areas thic precentage will go up
further.

Whiie 509 of offices of Scheduled banks
are concentrated in farger towns having a
population of more than 50,000 some districts
are still without a branch of a bank. On a
population basis one banking office in India
serves 75,000 peaple. The corresponding
figures for U, 8. A., U. K and Japan are 7000,
4000 and 15,000, The per capita deposits in
India 15 Rs. 47/- as against Rs. 6000/~ in
U. 8. A, Rs. 25000/ - in W, Germany and
Rs. 2000/ - in U. K.

The investment of private bank resources
Iz biased against the rural sectors. Private
banks moblflize slzeable savipgs from rural
and semi urban areas, but direct their uses to
industry and trade. This accentuates regional
and sectoral disparities, Private banks never
encourage and absorb new entrepremeurs,
technicians, engineers or educated unemployed.
The nationalisation of banks would ceniribute
to the launching of the principles and pro-
grammes for a balanced inter-sectoral and
inter-regional growth of the ecomomy in

confirmlty with larger social objectives and
plan priorities.

Our Prime Mlnister said, I should llke to
refterate my assurance that even after nationa-
lisation, the legltmate credit needs of private
industry and trade, big or small will be met.
Indeed it shall be our endeavour to ensure that
the needs of the productive sectors of the
economy, and in particular those of farmers,
small scale industriallsts and s:If employed
personnel groups are met i{n an increasing
measure. It wili be ons of the positive
objectives of the nationalised banks to actively.
foster the growth of new and progressive
entrepreneurs and to create fresh opportunities:
for hitherto neglected and backward areas o
different parts of the country. The banks will
now be better placed to serve the former and
to promote agricultural production and rural

development generally.” !r

Bank nationalisatlon has been welcome
and acclalmed by the majority of the common
peopie, especlally the small traders an
entrepreneurs, the farmers and cultivators
The strongest supporters of the needs i
nationallsation of banks have been the ban
employees. In the ecuphoria created b
natlonallsation energetic assurances bave bee
glven by their organisations to the effect th
they will work hard and devotedly.

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BLOOD GROUPS AND
BLOOD TRANSFUSION

This is the age of blood transfusion and
‘heart transplantation. Are there any rastrice
tions in blood transfusion? What are the
“principles of blood test?

" A few decades ago, suppese a man got
severely wounded and lost a considerable
“amount of blood from his body. He be-
comes pale and coid, his lips white, eya balis
glassy, the pupils dilated, heart weak struggling
forbreath. Death I8 nearing and within a few
 minuties he would be embraced by the icy cold
bands of death. In such a critical rcene the
_physicians of that time were quite helpless,
-They had nothing to do but watch the scenc
a8 sllent and passive witnesses. It is not the
wonditlon now. A few bottles of the suitable
folood brings him back to life, gradually the
joriginal scarlet colour is regained by the lips,
fthe eyes become lively, heart reaches its normal
katage, and “death’ gives way to “*life’.

- Human blood can be divided into four
maln groups namely Group. A, Group. B.,
Group, AB, and and Group. Q., This classi-
ication is based on the presence in or absence
from the red blood corpuscles of twe sube
Rances known as *Aggiutinogen. A’ and
fApglutinogen. B’. If only agglntincgen. A,
present in the R. B. C,, the blcod is of the
group. A and just like if only agglutinogen. B.
g present in the RBC, then the blood belongs
b 'Group. B’; if both agglutinogens A & B are
resent in RBC, it is of ‘Group. AB’; and lastly
§ neither agglutinogen A nor B Is present in
Re RBC the blood belongs to Group O.

The ahove sald agglutinogens are presert
in the RBC, In addition to the red cell
agglutinogens there are substapces *‘Agg-
Iutining”’, which when present are found in the
bleod serum, and these also have to be taken
into account when consldering blocd groups
and transfusion. There are two setum agg-
heticins:  Agghntinin-A. (Aggl. Alfa.) and
Agglutinia-8. (Aggl. Beta). Redeell Aggluti-
nogen-A. and Serum Agglutinin-q. are antage-
nistics, and if they come into contact the red
blood cells stick together or agglutinate in
chimps, snd disintegrate. The sameis tru= of
Red ccll Agpletinajnogen, B. and Serum
Agglutlnir-b. Obvicusly these comblinations
cannct exist naturally in the same ipdividual,
But Red cell Agplntinogen. A. can exist with
Sernm Agglutinin-b. and B with-a. Thus we
can see persons belenging to Blood Group. A.
(agglutlnin. A. 1o RBC) have Agglutinin, 8. in
their serum; Grcup B. have Agglutinin. a. in
their serum; Group. AB. (agglutinogen A&B
In RBLC) have peither '8’ not *b’ in their serum;
and Group. O. (neither A nor B in RBC) have
both Agglutining ‘4’ and ‘8" in their serum.

Therefore when blood transfusion s
required tie bleod to be given should be of the
same group to which the patient belongs. If
bipod of the same group is not available then
blood nf certain groups may be given to
patients belonging to different groups in
accordance with the {ollowing rules.

Group. “A’. blood (A-in cells) can be given
only to some ong who has no Agglutisin %,



{n thelr serum. That is to some one of blood
group ‘AB’.; Group. ‘B’ blood can be given to
someone of Gip. *AB’ for the same reason, But
Group. ‘AB’ blood (Agglutinogen ‘A’ and ‘B’
in RBC) can be given only to patlents of the
same blood group; and at the same tlme Group.
‘O blood (nmeither A. nor B. in RBC) can be
given to patients of any group. Hence persons
of blood group *0’. are known ss “Universal
Dosors™. Here we can see that presons who
belong to Blood Group. ‘AB’ can glve blood only
to those of the same group, but can receive
from presons of any group. Hence persens of
blood group ‘AB’ are known as “Unlversal
Recipients.”

How to discover the Blood Gromp:

To discover the blood group to which a
person helongs, some of his red blood cells
are suspended in a sallne soluticn and added
to two seperate drops of serum containing
agglutinins « & B respectively. If it RBCs
aggiutinate with serum a the group is ‘A’ If
with serum g it is group “B’; if with both serum
a & B it is Group *‘AB’'; and if the red cells
agglutinate with neither serum-¢ nor serum S
it belongs to Group ‘O’

Rh-Factor :

In blood transfusion the group discovery
is the first step. The second step is the
determination of whether it is ‘Rh positive’
or ‘Rh-negative’

The terms Rh positive and Rh negative
refer to two other blood groups of conslderable
impoartance. The letters Rh are the abbreviat-
jon of Rhesus which refers to a substance first
discovered in Rhesus monkeys. The Rh suab-
stance Is present in the R. B, C. of about 83%
of people. They belong to Rh positive Group
and the Rhb substance Is absent from the

R. B. C. of about 17%, of people who belon;
to Rh Negetive Group.

The Rh substance has no naturally
occurring antagonistic agglutinin except il
the following clrcomstances: If Rh positiv
blood 1s given to some with Rh Negativ
blocd, the body, at once begins to manufactur
“Anti-Rb-agglutinin”. This is a slow pheng
menton 80 that there will be no ill effect with
the first transfusion of Rh positive bloo
except in the case of a woman who ha
developed anti-Rh-agglutinie in the way de
cribed below. Subsequent transfusion ma
glve rise to immediate severe reaction.

If a man of Rh positive marrles a woman ¢
Rh negatlve blood, some or all of their chi
dren will be Rb positive. If the child is Rh neg
ative llke the mother, there will be no probles
But if the child happens to be Rh positiv
while it Is developlog in the mothers uterus
may provoke the formatlon of anti Rh aggluij
nin in her blood, Then this agglutinin cs

enter the child’e circulatlon and destroy |
blood cells. Az this agglutinin formatio
Is a slow process the first pregnancy is usnalj
uneventful unless the mother bad alread
developed Antl-Rh-agglutinin by previor
transfusions with Rh Positlve blood. B
should subsequent Rh positive children be cor
celved then the level of agglutinin may rise ¢
dangerous levels, with the result that the chil
nmiay die or may be born with severe anaemls

Fortunately enough, blood grouping ¢
pregnant women js now a routine practice
that Rh negative woman can be detected.
their husbande are also Rh negative there w
be no trouble. But if the husband is Rh positi
then the woman is carefully observed throog
out pregnancy. The amount of anti-R
agglutinin is estimated as prepnancy develop
and if this reaches a critical level the child m
be affected In such a conditlon arrangemen
are made to remove alli the blood from t
child soon after birth and to replace it att
same time with Rh negative blood. By th
method of exchange transfusion the precio

lives of very many new born babies are sav
each year,

If Plato were resurrected znd asked to
dictate terms for a “Republic”’ of students, 1
suppose he would choose oniy the students of
sclence. But then the student of arts is not to
be denled studentship, only the objzct of his
academle pursuit s different, Were 1 to sclect,
I would banish into *the furthest Hebrides, ”
many many students that are now thorns io the
fiesh of the commaunity at large.

The real figure of a2 modern student that
comes buoyant oa tbe mental surface at the
outset Is the appalllng image of terror, and
lgnorant mallguity incarnate — a challenger
of scruples, out and out a nihilist, the gospeller
of hoollganism. His pate all mussed up vells,
alas the grace of his forshead. He has a pair
of hollow eyes callous and lightless as burni-
up coal, a nose with ill temper ever at its end,
8 moustache displaying admirable dexterity
With eyebrow pencils, hands always fisted
agalnst the symphony and music of the Spheres,
baving an apology for a shirt, and a pair of
pants as low as himself and plastered on to
his lower body; to wit, he remainds one &f the
lost link between ape and man !

Almost the antithesis of this would be, I
conceive, the Ideal one. To begin with, he
-would have no bze in his bonnet but his studies.
"The ideal one will have academic conscious-
ine3s, This is not merely the absence of des-
‘tractive mentallty, but the presence of 2 crsa-
tlveone. It not only saves him from making
‘e shipwreck of his carrer, not only from the
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doldrums of iezrt wastefulness, but makes of
him a becoming citizen of the morrow. Today
well-lived m skes tomorrow liveable.

He will have the sense of responsibility
born out of academic consclomsness. He may
be a public speaker, the President of some
assoclation, the Secretary of some club — but
he is first and foremost a student. He need
not be a4 chromic bibliomaniac, but whatever
he reads wiil not be all make-believe. He need
mot be a solitary reader in the small hours
befere dreary lamps, yet he will not let him-
self be exhorted to “go to the ant”.

The ldeal student will have self-respect.
When [ stress this polat, do I mean there are
cases otherwise? I do, for there are, a thousand
and one. If one has self-respect, he will
spontanconsly develop respect for others, The
id=al studeat, therefore, will well rid himself
of the will before he chastises others,

He will have a perspnality of his own—one
of integrity and candour. Even if he cannot
win laurels, he will at least not go abegging for
them before the political dupes. He would
rather be a hero than undergo virtual slavish
servilitude under politlcal bosses, who play
fast and loose with principles. He will not
invite darkness, whether or not he can emit
lght.

From political leaders the epitome of ram-
pant corruptlon, the model student wiil keep a
*respectable’’ distance.



He will not be a mutz acceptor of any deed,
especially his own, and will have iutrospective
critical views. “Know thyself” will be his
first maxim. The sceptre hoider of th2 morrow
would not bz King L=ar; the guide of the des-
tiny of posterity would not turn jaundiced as
Hitier. Should hz win a seat in Olympu?, he
will prepare now not to bs the sadistic gods
that are Indifferent to men and sport with
those lesser ones as wanton boys with flles.

He will of his own accord prepare a proper
channel for his creative faculties to be directed
through. Wait for and depend on others, and
your career swings 1n a balance! In a world
with too much energy to be wholly absorb:d
by the soclal machinery, it is unadulterated
idiocy to walt for chances. The mind should
be conditioned to meet extreme exigency.
Accldents are probable, and the ideal student
will bz ready for them any minute so that they
will not shock hlm as they did Caesar when
he saw his ‘angel’ Brutus stab him; even If he
should fall before *‘Pompey’s status,”” he will
avold moaning,“et tu, Brute!”” Trusting cthers

is a different matiecr. He will not wait to sit
on a throne to find the sword of Damocles
abave his head.

The ideal student will have, at present a
rare qualification te conceive, a sense of belong-
ing to a unifisd and whole student community.
He will be free from the patronage and the
tainting influcnce of the politiclans, to teiterate
the point. In a democracy especially, political
jnterest tays the bone of contentlon. The
ldeal one wili keep his eyes open to Snares.

PROBLEMS OF

A system like democracy needs many
citizens who are really trained for participation
and responsibility. Such a system also requires
a set of dellcate balances to be established.
Citizens should be loyal to thelr political
communily and nation. But they should not
become chauvinists. Polltical leadership and
authorlty should enjoy popular respect and
obedience. Still members of the public must
keep for themselves some qualities of Indepen-
dence and suthority. Democracy places a
burden of thought upon the pubilc, more
onerous than the burden placed upon it by
other systems.

Traditional

We have been making every effort to
liberate the individual from the hold of the
traditional forces of caste, religion and lan-
guage and to alter his mental hotizen through
the propagation of the value and validity of
the secular political ideas. But there are strong
obstacles In our attempt to create a new society
of Indlans. And our political wisdom consists
in understanding the deep historlcal forces
that have created the strange political pheno-
menon that §s modern India. Family, caste
and relglous demands still contrel a large
area of the individual’s social life while satis-
fylng hls emotional needs and engaging his
sympathles.

So the problem is to create an enduring
sentiment of pational unity among the vast
masses of our country. Remember, to these
masses democratic values are as forelgn as the
Baglish language. Qur democracy {s not
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founded on the Instinctive, emotlonal sympa-
thies of the people. It {is the democratic process
of our life that should create a climate when
the people will begin to value the good life
arlsing out of thelr commitment to the demo-
cratlc system.

The influence of caste, religion, language
etc. as politlcal determinants may vanish in the
future when the rapld economlc and industrial
changes will alter the foundations of the exist-
Ing social arrangement. In the past our
political unity was the product of the military
power and administrative talent of a strong
ruler or dynasty. Now it depends upon our
collectlve will to cohere In order to be free.

Social Change

Besldes, no social change Is accepted by
people wmerely because it is good for them.
Change involves giving up the old and the
familiar and learning new hablts and new ways
of doing things. The fact is that we are afrald
of any substancial change as it might affect
our own position, status or income adversely !
Many of the groups in Indla even suspect that
they are perhaps accorded only second
class status! The social stratification, under-
developed national conscicnsness and gnawing
disparitics are also antagonistic to the stabillty
of our democratic system.,

Discontent

The discontent among us is not the result
of our peoverty alone. History records the
exlstence of many peoples who were subjected



to misery and exploitation but who did not
give any expression of discontent. A little
improvement in the conditions of one’s living
might only raise the *appetite* for more. It
is possible that even a worsening of conditions
will increase discontent even §f the people are
fairly well-off. Therefore, it is not only
poverty that causes discontent, buot also the
amount of progress that is made. Ditcontent
is said to be the divergence between the per-
ceived *real’® and the *ideal’.

Discontent, once generated, can take
elther a personal or a political form. If onels
dissatisfied with his present Income, he will
certalnly look for a better job. When one
dislikes the institutlon or the establishment
where he works, or where one cannot get
along with his employer or his neighbour what
{5 it that he does? He gets oui. Hence
personal discontent is also the prime mover of
action. Where iIndividuails can, with a little
effort. easily particlpate In the general wealth,
most discontent will be personal and it will
express itself in efforts on the part of the
individual to advance his position within the
existing soclal frame-work.

An individual’s political discontent, on
the other hand, has direct comnsequences.
Political discontent arises when a person fails
in his efforts to improve his position. That is,
political dissontent ls the result of one’s
Inability to deal with one’s personal discontent.
For instance, onc may have tried to seccure a
job but falled, or the job he has secured may
turn cut to be unsatisfactory. IT so, the indi-
vidual concerned begins to think that his
fajlure to deal with his ewn discontent is not
the result of his personal deficiency but the
result of some external forces, * It must be the
result of the system itself I’ Then instead of
seeking a new situation within the existing
scclal frame work, dlscontent may be directed
at the existing social frame work itself.

Generally, all types of political discontent
manifests itself in agltations — some of them
may be *constitutional’ and some of them
may be ‘revolutlonary’. It is because a poli-

tically discontented person wants to siir up
discontant in others as weli. It is well known
that only an increased movement of large
pumbers of iandividuals can ¢ffect 2 change in
the existing zocial system. That is why all
types of political dlscontent are expressed in
mass zctlon, that is, in the form of orga-
nisations, meetings, speches, processions,
strikes ete.

Agreement

But without a substantial agreement on
the baslc values and objectives of Indian life
we will neither have the vitality nor the hardi-
hoed to face the political task that is before
us. The degree of success of a society as a
whole depends on the establishment and
acceptance of objectives, standards of conduct
and behavicur by all the members of the
society. Man is, above all, a soclal being.
He has to function more as a member of a
group than as an individual.

Government

We should also be able to effect some
changes in our mechanics of governance. Only
a strong and good government can rouse the
motivations of the masses and lead them to
fruitful channels of actlvity. A clear ard
efficient administration pre-supposes a govefn-
ment which is honest In serving its people,
has a sense of the pract'cal and a clear sense
of direction. But the temper of the administra.
tlon is decided by the political order which in
turn {s moulded by the socio-cultaral pattern
existing in the country.

But in a democracy where fortune seckers
dominate, efficiency suffers opering the food
gates to corruptlon and a well-coordinated
administrative system becomes impossible
Efficlency and integrity of administration are
bound up with the guestion of integrity at all
political levels. Today thz general feeling
about public service is that honest work does
not pay !

Conscionsness

Only if the political consciousness of our

————




people keeps pace with the Increastng com-
plexities of growth there could be growth
which is steady and stable. We £ave to cateh
up within the shoitest time possible of two
bundred years of progress under the Industrial
revolutlon whichk India missed under colonial
rule. The public apathy we speak of, the poli-
tical drift which we condemn and the gap
between precept and practice that we find in

all fields of activity ate rooted in our apparent
incapacity to deal with our problems which
surrcund ws. And we have become painfully
aware that at times our nalvete and incapacity
to conduct the affairs of the Statz are taking us
away from cur aims and ohjcctives. There s
no greater and bigger task in India than that
of changing our patterns of behaviour to serve
the new purposes we have set for curselves.



PROF. HUMAYUN KABIR

Prof. Humayun Kabir was one of the most
colourful personalities of our times. In his
vatimely demise, our country has lost a great
:educatlonist, a dedicated publlc servant, an
efficient administrator and above all a sincere
_patriot.

Born on 22nd February 1906, at Faridpur
(row in East Pakistan), Kabir had a consis-.
tently brilliant high school and college career
He took his M. A. from Calcutta University
‘with distinction winning the University Gold
‘Medal. He later went to Oxford as a State
Scholar and secured another Master of Arts
Degree with a first in Modern Greats.

Prof. Kabir held several distinguished
- positions In his varled life. He was the Edu-
catlonal Adviser and Secretary to the Govt. of
India from 1947 upto 1956, Hez also acted as
Ahe Chalrman of the Unlversity Grants Com-
 misslon for some time. He was a member in
 the Central Cabinet for nine years.

t Prof. Kabir was a great educationlst of
enr country and the author of many well-
‘known works in Bergali and English. His
books, ‘The Indian Hertage’, and ‘Men and
Rivers’ are noted for their profound scholar-
rships. He did not allow the legisiator and
dministrator in hlm to shut out the scholar

d writer. He wrote prolifically on topics of
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history, literature and philosophy. His long
companionshlp with Moulana Azid ended in
a fitting epilogue — ‘India wins Freedom’ in
which the views of Azad were expressed
through the language of Kabir.

Kabir was a secularist in the real sense of
the term. At the time of partition, Kabir's
home town Farldpur became a part of East
Pakistan. Buat this great secularist chose to
settle in India. Kablr was married to a Hindu
lady, Miss Shanti Das and threugh this inter-
rellgicus marriage proved that he was as secu-
lar in his way of life as in his way of thinking.

He was an ardent member of the Congress
Party for a long time. But when he found that
this great national party failed to live upto its
great promiscs, be left the organisaticn un-
mindful of public criticism.

Kabir died of a heart attack on 18th Aug-
ust 1969 in New Delhi. His death came as a
great shcek to the whole nation. What the
President V. V. Giri said on that occasion
speaks volumes for Kabir’s greatness — “I am
grieved to hear the demlise of Professor
Humayun Kabir who was one of my old
colleagues in the Trade Unlon Movement for
decades and also in the natlonal struggle for
freedom. His untimely demlse is a great loss
to the country,””
