The College reopzned this year after mid-summer
vacation on 18-6-°79 and the senior classes
commenced working that day. The I Year
Pre-Degree classes commenced working on
9.7->79. There was unprecedented rush for
admission this year and we had to introduce
shift system for Pre-Degree. Accordingly three
batches of 80 students each were added to the
I Year P. D. C. and these commenced working
from 10th Sept.’79. First year B. A. /B.Sc.
and B.Com. classes commenced working on
17-9-°79, while classes for I P. G. started on
24.9-’79. The affiliation for starting M Sc
Physics was granted by the University during
this academic year and this class for M Sc
Physics with a strength of 6 commenced work
on 24.9-’79.

473 volumes were received
as gift from Imam Muhamed bin Saud, Univer-
sity of Arabia this year. The total cost of the
books issued during the year is 32,230.

Hostels

Six hostels are attached to this college in which
accommodation for 350 men students and 180
women students is provided. The construction
of the uew storey for the women’s hostel is
completed and put to use this year. Each
hostel has its own warden. There are mess
arangements in 3 hostels at present. There are
ample provisions for both out-door and in-door
games in the hostels and each hostel has its own
library and culitural activities.

There is an advisery Board for hostels under the
Chairmanship of Prof. T. Abdulla Sahib, Retired
Prof. of Commerce. Each hostel is under the
special charge of a member of the Board.

The Board occasionally visits the hostels and
discuss the salient points with the inmates and
wardens of the hosiels and gives its suggestions
to the College.

Canteen

With the assistance of the U.G.C. an additional
building at a cost of Rs 92,000/- was construc-
ted lase year and the canteen has thus become
spacious and quite convenient.

Health Centre

The College Health Centre functions well as in
the previous years. Dr. P.K. Abdul Kareem,
MBBSBS is the Medical Officer with sufficient
para-medical staff. There is a Cemmittee to
control the functioning of the Health Centre and
to give proper guidence. The Committee consists
of the Principal, two members of the Managing
Committee. 2 eminent doctors other than the
Medical Officer of the Health Centre and other
4 members (3 teachers and one member represen-
ting the locality).

Staff Quart:res

20 quarters are provided to the members of the
staff of the college. There is a proposal for
providing a few quarters for the Non-teaching
staff also for which ways and means are being
chalked out. T hope that this can be provided
in the nearest future.

Hobby Workshop

There is 2 hobby workshep attached to the
Physics Department of the college in which part
time coaching in mechanical knowledge is given
to students.

Parent Teacher Association

The College Parent Teacher Association is taking
keen interest in (1) establishing and maintain
close centact and co-operation between the
teachers and the guardians of the students (2)
helping the authorities of the college in maintain-
ing discipline and decorum among the students
and (3) in offering suggestions 1o promote high
accademic standards in keeping with the tradi-
tions of the college.

The General Body of the Association met on
Sunday, 3rd Feb. 1980 and a twenty member
Executive Committee were held.

Old Student’s Association

The Association which has been in existence for
the last several years, is now actively engaged in
fostering and perpetuating a spirit of friend
ship and co-uperation among the old students 3
of the college, promoting educational and §
cultural activities among them and involving
them, in the best manner possible, in the wel- §
fare and developmenial activities of the college.
The Asscciation has drawn up several short



term and long term plans for the welfare of
the students—past and present, and is taking
steps to impliment these schemes with the co-
operation of the staff and students of the collegel
The Association thus provides a useful cultura.
link between the past and the present.

Staff Club:

The elections to the staff for electing the
office bearers for 1979-80 was held on 16-10-79.

A number of periodicals and dailies are being
subscribed for the use of the members of the
Club. Facilities for all indoor and outdoor
games are also provided.

Competitions in all games are conducted in
connection with the annual day celebrations
of the club.

Monthly meetings are also held.

Water Supply:

The acute scarcity of water supply is still
continuing unsolved. Although the Coliege hss
spent a huge amount for the water supply
system, the scarcity of water when the summer
advances, is still there. Owing to this we are
forced to restrict the supply of water to
hostels and staff quarters. To solve this pro-
blem, the College had represented the matter
to the Public Health Engineering Department
and to the Rural Water Supply Scheme. The
College and the surrounding areas have been
included in the R. W. Scheme and an esti-
mated cost of Rs.1.93 lakhs has been placed
by the Board with the Ramanattukara Pan-
chayat and the project has not been taken
up by the concerned so far.

Now we have represented the matter again
to the Dy. Director of Panchayat and hope
that this serious problem will be solved in
the nearest future.

A large number of students are enjoying va-
rious concessions and scholarships from H. W,
Department and from other sources.

University Grants Commission:

The second stage of the V Plan Degree Develop-
ment Scheme is under progress. The construction
of the extension to the Women’s Hostel and the
Canteen building are almost completed and put
to use. The estimated cost of the Project is
Rs.2,60,000/- with a WU.G.C. share of
Rs.1,76,667/-

A proposal for organizing Summer Institutes in
Zoology and Arabic under the Faculty Improve-
ment Programme bhas been forwarded to the
U.G.C. for approval.

The scheme sanctioned by the U.G.C. for
development of Postgraduate studies at an
estimated cost of Rs.6,25,000 - is in progress.
The U.G.C. share for this scheme is Rs 5.35 lakhs
trom which the U.G.C. has so far released
Rs. 2,31,202-08. The construction of laboratory
building at an approved cost of Rs. 1,80,000/- as
part of a big three storeyed building has started.
During the last Summer vacation we have
organized a Summer Institute in Mathematics
under the Faculty Improvement Programime
attached to the above scheme.



This year the College has received a sum of
Rs. 37,500/- being Basic Grant for purchase of
books and journals as the second instalment of
the Basic grant of Rs. 75,000/- originally
sanctioned last year.

A new basket ball court has been constructed
with the U.G.C grant sanctioned for Develop-
ment of Play-fields at an approved cost of
Rs. 10,000/- and U G.C. share of Rs. 7,505/-.
