1€ examples were presented by the
turies-old Mughal rulers. Among

them the most piteous victim was
Aurangzeb the great.

Even a primary student of the
modern-age will introduce Aurengzeb
as a zealot and religious fanatic
though he doesn't know who
Aurengzeb really was. He is not to
blame. Historically we are in
posession of great figures. But unfor-
tunately the English conception about
our rulers remains the same.

As in the case of any great ruler,
Aurengzeb's ascendancy was not
easy. When Shahjahan showed par-
tiality among his sons Aurengzeb
himself was forced to clear the hurdles
before him. Aurengzeb ruled for al-
most 50 years.(1658-1707). During
his long reign the Mughal empire
reached its territorial climax. He was
a hard working, strict disciplinarian
who did not spare his own sons. When

Muazzan, his son, was the governor
of Kabul, he trembled every time he
received a letter form his father. Un-
like his predecessors Aurengzeb did
not like ostentation. He earned for
daily needs by translating the holy
Qur'an and stiching headgear.

“ In analysing Aurengzeb's reli-

“gious policy, which was the most con-

troversial one, we may take note first
of what have been called moral and
religious regulations. Among his con-
troversial religious policies, the rein-
troduction of Jizyah was the first one.
This was nothing but a storm in the
tea pot. When we go through this “re-
ligious men' we can find that this was
nothing but a necessity of the time.
The rate of this “poll tax' was very low
as compared to the tax imposed upon
men of his own religion, whose
obligatory annual payment was 2.5 of
their total income.

But how and why did Jizyah be-



came controversial ? The responsibil-

ity lies not only with the so-called
historians, but also on Akbar "The

great” who offered undeserved con-
cessions to his Hindu subjects only
for his personal gains. Aurengzeb im-
posed Jizyah only in 1679, in the 22nd
year of his reign. "There has been con-
siderable discussion among hisotrians
regarding Aurengzeb's motive of the
step. Let us first see what it was not.
This was not meant to be an economic
pressure for forcing the Hindus to
convert to Islam, for such incidents
were too few. women, children, the
disabled and the indigent were ex-
empted.” (Satish Chandra, Medieval
India, p.232) Finally, he had to sus-
pend Jizyah in 1705.

In his policy towards temples
Aurengzeb may have remained for-
mally within the frame work of the
shari-at. (in which destroying, even

abusing of ther relegious images was
considered a severe criminal offence.)
Aurengzeb might have destroyed
temples, while we do have instances
of grants to Hindu temples and
Mathas. But all these assault on
temples were politically motivated,
for his zeal for the destruction of
temples abated after 1679. During the
early period of his reign some temples
were actively used by politically con-
spirators. - .

Other allegations levelled against
this great ruler were connected with
his austerity methods. Aurengzeb

might have discouraged cultural ac-
tivities like art and architecture paint-
ing, history writing etc.,---But it is of
some interest and surprise to note as
has been mentioned before, that :_9
largest number of Persian works on
classical Indian music were written
in Aurengzeb's reign and he himself
was a proficient artist. Aurengzeb’
discontinued some of the
supersticious  practices  like
Jharokadarshan, the ceremony of
weighing the emporer against gold
and silver. He forbade astrologers to
prepare almanac. Also, one third of
the nobility of Hindus were formed
during this same "orthodox" rule. A
new trend however emerged in the
recent writings on Aurengzeb's po-
litical and relegious policies in the:

What is being gener-
ally overlooked is that the progress
brought about by science is con-
fined largely to the world of mat-
ter. Though material advance can-
not in anyway be looked down
upon, it can in no way be regarded
as the only requirement in life.
Man, with the aid of his powerful
intellect, manipulates science to
fulfil his physical needs. Science,
undoubteadly, is a wholesome
food for the intellect, but a poor
nourisher of that something else
which is no less important to man
than the intellect-the soul. The fa-
mous writer A. G. Gardiner paints
a beautiful picture of the soul with
his words. "The mind is wonder-
ful, but no less real are the intima-
tions of the soul. Let us have a
clear intellect; but it is an arid world

that shuts out the intuitions of the
heart".

Religion supplies a form to the
yearning of the soul to acknowl-
edge the existance of god-the
source of being. An outlet for man
to express his submission to the
control of the Divine Being is pro-
vided by religion. The whole uni-
verse is pervaded by a specified
pattern worked out by a set of un-
alterable laws. Everything in our
cosmos is subject to control for the
fulfilment of a certain purpose. No
one thing interferes with the course
of another or hampers it. The unity
in diversity witnessed in nature
makes it impossible not to
recognise an All-wise controller of
the entire world. How can man
being a part of Nature, reject this
supernatural Mastermind ?

"We call that fire of the black
thunder-cloud *electricity' and lec-
ture barnedly about it, and grind




the life of it out of glass and silk.
but what is it ? What made it ?
Whence comes it ? Science has
done much for us; but it is a poor
science that would hide from us
the great deep sacred infinitude of
Nescience whither we can never
penetrate, on which all science
swims as a mere superficial film.
This would, after all our science
and sciences, is still a miracle;
wonderful, insecretable, magicial
and mare to whosoever will think
of it "-Thomas carlyle says so in
his 'On Heroes and Hero-worship'.
Religion compliments science by
making a way into the world of
nescience. History shows that the
religious scriptures have antici-
pated science by ages in
unravelling several secrets of Na-
ture.

It is naive to deny that religion
and science need each other. Both
can, of course, survive indepen-
dent of each other. But neither is
able to avoid confronting the other.
Their confrontations have, more
often than not, left a terribly un-

pleasant taste in the mouth. Would

this earth not be a happier place
to live on if science and relegion
go hand in hand ? If only the ad-
vocates of science and religion
adopted a tolerant attitude towards
each other ! The need to reconcile
religion and science is pressing to
the extreme. It is as impossible as
squaring the circle for man to dis-
pense with the benefits of science
or religion if he is in the least
enthausiastic about his overall de-

velopment. In the view of Alfred
North White head, the English
mathematician and philosopher of
the twenteeth century, "Science
is concerned with the general con-
ditions which are observed to regu-

.late physical phenomena; religion

is wholly wrapped up in the con-
templation of moral and aesthetic
values." Would it be rewarding to
make a choice between science
and religion ?
