BOON OR BANE OF THE FUTURE

Good roads are the channels of development of a country.
Development of infrastructure leads a country to progress.
So when approach the subject of the express highway we
may think that it has great advantages. Certainly it has some
advantages but at the same time it has a bad face. Before

commissioning a large project like this we must think and re’

think.

According to our government, there are some reasons
for constructing this highway in Kerala, and the people who
are against this project have some reasons to oppose this.
Before going in to all that we must know the structure of
proposed express highway.

STRUCTURE

This highway is 507 K.M in length and 100M in breadth.
There are two service roads on the two sides of the main
road having three meters breadth each and there is a large
wall, which separate the main highway from these service
roads. The entry to express highway is restricted to 20 places
all over Kerala. On the left side there is a bullet train track
and on the right side there a water canal, gas, power, cable
way. Each of the main roads is 18 meters in breadth. The
main highway is higher than the service roads. This height
is equal to 7 meters (i.e. almost equal to the height of a two
storied building. This is a small picture of the structure of
express highway.

According to our government the main reasons for the
construction of this highway are;

1. In the previous year nearly 2700 people died in
accident. So reduction of this accident level is one
of the main objectives.

2. In Kerala, 13% increase was shown in the case of
vehicles and the roads are not developing. So control
the problems due to these vehicles.

3. When this express highway is completed a journey
from Trivandrum to Kasargode would take only 5 to
6 hrs. So time can be saved.

4. When a large project like this comes in Kerala,
investors will be attracted to Kerala and subsequently
the industries will develop.

But on analysing each of these objectives we can see

estimated cost for this project is 6500 crore rupees, and this
will be re collected by 10 years. Butthe fact is that only 15%
of vehicles use this highway. That means 49 crore rupees /
day will be collected as tax. This is not practicable. Inthe
case of Mumbai - Pune express highway only 10% of the
constructing cost has been collected during the promised
period. Indian average of the roads is. 7Km/ Sg.km, where
as that of Kerala is 4Km/ Sg.km. From this we can
understand that instead of constructing new roads
development of existing roads is needed. It will take only
20-25% of the estimated cost of express highway to develop
the existing N.Hs and S.Hs. This is the most effective way
to reduce the traffic of Kerala. If the projects like Kollam -
Kottappuram waterway, and Kasargod - Trivandrum high
speed train service will be commissioned the need of this
highway will be reduced.

Every development should be aimed at the marginalized
group of a society. 40% of Indians are still below poverty
line. Instead of attempting their development our government
is only concerned with the problems of the upper ciass. This
attitude is not desirable. If our government’s target is human
resources development they had to study this project
thoroughly considering the feelings of common man.

Life on other planets: Study of life on other planets is done
greatly by comparing the physical and biological conditions of
earth, which is responsible for the life here with that of other
planets. The modern study of life in the universe is intimately
connected to the idea of cosmic evolution. As by A R Wallace
the cofounder with Darvin of the theory of natural selection
cosmic evolution whereby the entire universe, some 15 billion
light years in extend, existed in a state of constant change ending
in abundant life and intelligence. Life as we know it on earth is
carbon based and requires a certain environment to survive.
Even so, there are creatures on earth which seem to be able to
survive in harsh
environments, where
& the temperatures are
very cold, or where
there is little water or
oxygen. It is enviro
nments like these
which dre similar to
those found on other
planets. In recent
years nearly 100 planets have been discovered in orbits around
other stars, but none of these ‘Exoplanets’ remotely resembles
the Earth. Our searches for extraterrestrial life have focused
mainly on Mars and Europa. Mars dominated the extraterrestrial
life debate for much of the century progressing from the search
of intelligence to search of vegetation. In the late 1890’s,
telescopic studies of Mars spawned theories about vegetative
and possible intelligent life on Mars. The presence of polar
icecaps and Percivel Lowell’s claim in 1985 that he has visualiy
detected linear markings on Mars and he interpreted it as artificial
constructions made great debates among astronomers until
1909 when French astronomer Antoniadi resolve the “canals”
to dark patches. However there was no question that the Martian
poles were ice-locked and so Mars indeed seemed to possess
one of the essential ingredients for life, namely H,0 (water). At
issue, then as now, was whether this H,0 was ever in liquid
form. The studies made on a Martian meteorite ALH84001
indicated the presence of some bacteria like organisms. Many
probes were sent to Mars like Mariner missions and Viking. All
these experiments revealed new facts on the presence of life in
the red planet.

Water or ice? Liquid or slushy or frozen solid? Europa sice



surface makes it one of the brightest, and smoothest, objects in
our solar system. The surface of Europa is crossed by bands
and ridges of a variety of specific morphologies. Reconstruction
of gray and wedge-shaped bands indicates that they formed
through opening and separation of lithospheric blocks atop a
liquid or ductile substratum. Presence of this ice surface made
Europa a hot spot of interest for Exobiologists. Many missions
were made to uncover the mysteries behind Europa and Callisto
(another moon of Jupiter) like Galileo which revealed similarities
between Callisto and Europa, which has already displayed strong
evidence of a subsurface ocean. The only heavenly body which
have volcanoes (other than Earth) lo, is also of great interest in
the search for extraterrestrial life. Since 1991, when the first
planetary system was discovered, in excess of 100 extra solar
or “Exoplanets” have been found, giving a tremendous boost to
the idea that life may be common throughout the universe.
Planets have been found that could be more kind to life as we
know it, such as a colossal planet 8.1 times the size of Jupiter
orbiting the star 70 Virginis, 80 light-years from earth, where
the surface temperature could be 80°C and there could be rain
and oceans beneath a crushing atmosphere of swirling
hurricanes and gale-force winds.

Looking to heavens for life: Most important of the present
projects for the search of life outside Earth is SETI (Search for
Extra Terrestrial Intelligence) which had a beginning in 1959. In
that year, Cornell physicists Giuseppi Cocconi and Philip
Morrison’s article came in “Nature” in which they pointed out
the potential for using microwave radio to communicate between
the stars. This new idea bring way to lot of studies and search
using radio waves and also opened a new saga of Radio
Astronomy. The mathematical probability that extraterrestrial
life exists and will attempt to communicate with Earth was
expressed by Frank Drake. Drakes Equation -
Dr. Frank Drake (now Chairman of the Board of the SETI
Institute) conceived an approach to bind the terms involved in
estimating the number of technological civilizations that may
exist in our galaxy. Although there is no unique solution to this
equation, it is a generally accepted tool used by the scientific
community to examine these factors

The equation is usually written:

N=R*efpeneeflefiefcelL

N = The number of civilizations in The Milky Way Galaxy
whose electromagnetic emissions are detectable.
R* =The rate of formation of stars suitable for the development
of intelligent life. fp = The fraction of those stars with planetary
systems. ne = The number of planets, per solar system, with
an environment suitable for life. fl = The fraction of suitable
planets on which life actually appears. fi = The fraction of life
bearing planets on which intelligent life emerges. fc = The
fraction of civilizations that develop a technology that releases
detectable signs of their existence into space. L = The length of
time such civilizations release detectable signals into space.

Ne and Fl...These numbers relate to the number of planets
suitable for life, and those that contain life. The assumption of
SETI and those that believe that there is intelligent life in the
universe outside of earth is that these numbers aren't ZERO.
Results of our research have not confirmed this hypothesis.
Therefore, we have no measurement or proof of this
hypothesis.There have been a number of unofficial searches. A
group of enthusiastic amateurs in California have turned their

home computers into makeshift SETI signal analyzers. Thi§
amateur SETI project s called, appropriately, AMSET]. Scientists
have occasionally speculated that life could be based on an
element other than carbon. Other elements may form complex
covalently bonded structures; none has the rich molecular variefy
of carbon. It is the chemistry of carbon that allows us to considet
the possibility of life “as we know it” in other parts of the Galaxy
and the Universe beyond. One more point: The organic types rj
structures appearing in stellar envelopes are very hot a
probably stripped of hydrogen, so that they are not themselv
alive; itis only when carried off to a more hospitable environme
such as a much cooler planet 100 million miles away or so, th
the kind of chemistry required by life becomes possible oni
scale large enough to allow for stable development an
replication. Water is also a factor, causing the hydrophob!
proteins to clump together at all, and serving as’'a medium
conduit for new material, protection from temperature change
and harmful stellar radiation, etc. :

On a typical view from the side of Parapsychology and
Metaphysics we can now see what they say about U F O'S ,
ghosts and aliens. Parapsychology is the scientific study of
paranormal phenomena. The “paranormal” (beside or beyond
the normal) refers to unusual experiences that do not seem to
be explainable in terms of our everyday understanding or known
scientific principles.

(Exploitaiton of wildlife and people). The activities of these
mafia contribute to the degradation of wild habitats and
intimidate those who confront them. Which the state
government looks an, the forest Department staff are victims
of beating and even murder, at the behest of timber, Fish
antler and minor forest product maifa, and poaching gangs.

Behind some criminal gangs are the state politicians and
bureaucrats, exploiting local people as 'Political pawns' to
their own end and using their position to protect the mafia
from prosecution. Thus we understand that our country's
internal security is at risk because timber and wildlife
contraband, effortlessly obtained from unprotected forest, is
being traded for drugs, guns and explosives. Conversly
poachers posing as naxalites, militants, insurrectionist and
terrorists, exploit the vaccum created when forest guards
and officers are forced at the point of gun to abandan their
posts. Thus the "homo sapiens” declare war to himself and
also to all other species for his own desires and
determinations. e

The gradiose life style of the present day has transformed
man - the 'social animal' to a morse, ruthless and uncouth
creature and thus mercelessly expolit the eco-friendly animals
to meet his knave and lewd, pleasures. It takes deep
exception to the manners in which animals are slondered by
chavinistic humans who attribute whooly unwarranted
behaviour to any and all non - human life forms - for instance
the snake in grass is used to connate treachery, the tiger in
the forest - an animal possesing a deep dignity, is made to
jump through hoops or stand in balls, does it a disservice,
and then the slothbear, the natures most indiscriminate tree
planters is removed from its forest home (often by killing
mothes and stealing cubs) and then making it walk on hot
tar roads in summer, we foture an animal whose delicate
feet were obiviously designed for softer, cooler forest walks.
By this trade the poacher fetches about Rs. 8,000 each. The
question arises - should bears dance to human tunes ?

The uncontrolled industrialisation and urbanisation has
reversed the environmented balance and thus the rare flora
and fauna of our planet are getting depleted. It has been
noted that the "Dancing deers" of the world's only 'floating
sanctuary' are getting wiped out due to the construction of a
barrageby the National Hydroelectricity power station near




Manipur's Loktak Lake. The wild assets in the little Rann of
Kutchh are fighting for survival against an expanding salt
industry, moreover severe forest - shrivelling drought has
taken its toll on wild life in Kerala with as many as ten
elephants are reported to have died of defiydration and
starvation. Itis pitiful to see that around the country incidents
of poisoning tiger is on rise, with odourless, tasteless poisions
(Such as folido) being the toxins of choice. This method of
killing is idiscriminate and destructive, as crows, vultures,
mangoos, hyaenas and other scavengers falling prey to these
poisoned carcasses is targeted by the poachers. Perhaps
the worst case of poisoning was reported from the
Nagarjunna Sagar - Srisailam Tiger Reserve where twenty
tiger have been killed in the past two years.

Today our nature lies in tatters and we are bound to
protect our splendid wild animals and the great natural store
areas of our planet. With 32.87 lakh sq. km, India occupies
about 2.4 percent of the world's land area and holds about 8
percent of the worlds life forms including 350 species of
mammals, 1, 224 species of birds, 408 species of reptiles,
197 species of amphibian, 2,546 species of fishes, 57,548
species of insects and over 46,000 species of plants. With
17 major forest types and 26 biotic provinces, India is one of
the worlds 12 major mega biodiversity countries, harbouring
11 percent of the worlds plant species, 7.6 percent of mammal
species, 12.6 percent of reptile species, 44 percent of
amphibian species and 11.7 percent of fish species. Our
586 Protected Areas covering 156, 392 sq. km are home to
50 percent of the world's tiger population, 65 percent of
Asiatic elephants and 80 percent of all Asian one - horned
rhinos.

In keeping with this aim we have the Directive Principles
of state policy under Article 48 A of the constitution enjoin

The project Tiger in 1973, to profg
our wild life. The prevention and Cruelty to a Animals
was enacted in 1960, the wildlife (Protection) Act in 19}
while India became a signatory to CITES (The convent
on International Trade in Endangered Species of wild Fal
and Flora) in the same year.

If is vital that we should not simply accept there t
as inevitable but that we should mobilise our energie
defence of the living. Whatever the ultimate scale of probl
turns out to be, at the very,least the National security Coui
should sit and discuss whether or not armed insurgeng
India is growing with the help from timber and poach
mafiyas and whether we should allow India to be heal
ransom this way.

If wildlife and terrorism indeed have an umbil
connection, then sooner we repair the chink in our nal
armour, the better. The first step perhaps, would be
enchance budgetary allocations to protect our wildlife
forest. If we do not finance this critical priorty, India e
soon be conronted with an internal security nightma
uncontrollable proportions. Moreover if we can manag
shorten the "Red list" of the species in danger then there
be hope for the future for us, as well as for the wild creat
with which we share this planet.
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
