- Minority Coaching Centre:

MCC organized various accademic
programmes like coaching for UGC -
CSIR (NET), coaching for civil service
preliminary, coaching for Medical and
Engineering Entrences, sremedial
coaching in C program for physics
students and short term computer
courses. It also held a motivation camp
namely career Quest for Degree students.

Career and Placement Cell:

The cell conducted IQ test for the first
year students and selected 100 students
for enrichment programmes.

Parent Teachers Association:

The PTA Introduced a new scheme
called Edu Support to provide Financial
aids to those students who needed it.
There are 87 beneficiaries under this
scheme. It is supported by the teachers
and the old students association. The PTA

provided financial support to pay the

salary to guest lectures, to the union to
participate in the B-zone competition, to
the health centre, to the library to
purchase books, to maintain
astronomical telescopes, to repair the



ladies room and put up telephone booth
at the ladies hostel. It also organized class
wise PTA and held send off meeting for
retiring staff.

Jublee Health Centre:

The centre caters to the needs of all
students on the campus. Blood group
detection camp, pain and palliative
intiatives, camp for the public were the
progrmmes. It also setup a clinical
examination lab.

PM Institute:

The Institute held a common
entrance test and provided coaching in
13 optional subjects. Three candidates
got through the preliminary exam. It also
hold off campus programme on every
second saturday and sundays. The
institute has been selected as the nodal
agency for the conduct of the Talent
search exam by PM foundation.

Centre for HRD:

The centre organized one week
programme namely Capacity Builders
for matriculates. A three day workshop
on in service was held for the Non
teaching staff of the Malabar Christian
College. A one week orientation
programme for the orphanage wardens
was held in july. A workshop of effective
teaching was held for the teachers of
Prestige Public School in September.

Child Line:

Farook College is the nodal centre for
the childline, Kozhikode. The centre
organized training sessions for Police,
one for orphanage wardens, and several-
sessions for various types of Social
activities. The centre organized childline
Kerala Forum meet, and southern
childline Co-odinators and members
meet. A University level two day camp
for NSS volunteers was held.

Informatics Centre:

The centre is committed to providing
state of the art solutions for IT needs of
the staff and the students of the college.
This year the centre updated its software
and Hardwares. A web development
centre with 25 notes supported by the
MPLAD of Sri.E. Ahammed works
commissioned by the Honorable Minister
himself. The services of informatics
centre span training, software

development, project training, office
automation, networking, multimedia and
internet services. The centre conducted
six batches of module courses for 225
students. As part of the extension services
of the centre computers were supplied
to be set up at commerce, chemistry,
English and Mathematic departments.

Educational Resource Centre:

The ERC conducted a Collaborative
Diversity research programme for the
graduate students. 9 students selected
from Sociology, Chemistry, Statistics,
Mathematics and English conducted a
research on the theme Conflict and
Reconciliation based on Muthanga and
Marad incidents. They collaborated with
St. Anthony s College, Shillong Sri.
Parvathi Chongula college in Goa, St.
Xaviers College Palayam Kottai. Later the
group attended CDR conference at Delhi
and interacted with the students of 13
colleges from various parts of the country.

F.A.E.A:

The Foundation for Academic
Exellence and Access provided full
education support to 19 selected students
and organized a number of enrichment
programmes in English language,
General Knowledge, Computer.
Exposure to eminent personalities and
important  centres and places of
Education helped the undergraduate to
create their own vision for future.
