With an addition of 1066 books, the library has 73320 books this year. Out of 199 journals subscribed, 5 journals are newly
subscribed. A separate Text Book Section and a counter for blind students are set up. In addition to the orientation programme
for fresher, there exhibitions on Mahatma Gandhi, Indira Gandhi and on Republic were conducted by the Library.

The College Union: ‘

Physical Education:

This was a year of pride and glory for the Department of Physical Education. 29 students have been selected to the
University teams. Four of our teams Shuttle Badminton ball, soft boll and hand ball have brought laurels to the college by
winning the Interzone Championship. Mr. Jamsheed. T.K and Miss. Jabeena Siddique won the. individual championship in
shuttle badminton and in lawn tennis respectively. The cricket team and volley ball team became runners up in the Zone
championship and the soft ball team secured the district championship. Mr. Prince paulose and Prasoon. T.K. Were selected
to the Santhosh Trophy Coaching Camp.

Annual athletic meet was held on 31/01/06 and 01/02/06. Mr. Abdul Basheer and Moideen kutty, President P.T.A were
chief guests for the inaugural and closing ceremonies.

National Service Scheme:

Three units of N.S.S jointly conducted Ten Day special camp at Kalathiparambu, near Kondotty, and completed the work
of two roads. A two day residential camp for the first year students was held on the campus. Classes on AIDS Awareness,
Legal Literacy and on Hear Diseases were conducted. The units celebrated Human Rights Day. Our volunteers participatedin
the Campus Organised by other colleges. It is really exciting to report that Mr. Muhammed Siraj has won the ‘IndiraGandhi
Award’ for the best N.S.S Volunteer in the state.

National Cadet Corps:

Cadets of the units participated in many camps and training programmes. Important days are observed. Tree plantation
campaign and drive to clean the campus were planned, Interaction with former cadets who are occupying the greater ranks
now was arranged to motivate the students. Two girls attended RD selection. The best cadet award for 2005-06 was awarded
to Sree. Rekha. The army boys and girls conducted a trekking to Thusharagiri. All the cadets who appeared for C-Certificate
examination could get through it.

Career and placement Cell:

The cell offered intensive coaching UGC NET and CSIR NET Examinations. Under the Total Improvement Programme a
five day residential workshop for the first year degree students was arranged. Under the WASE Scheme of WIPRO, the




campus recruitment was held on 04/02/06. Seven selected from our college were selected.

Parent Teachers Association:

The P.T.A has been with us in all the advancement as well as at the time of crisis. It has generously rendered its support
to the union. Health Centre, Library and to Urdu support. Association had provided financial assistance to the college to pay
the salary of the guest lecturers. Twenty class wise meeting were convened during the year.

Jubilee Health Centre:

The centre undertakes the health care of students free of coast. Classes on AIDS and Hepatitis, Rye screening camp and
Blood Group detection camp are some of the programmes of the year. A pain and palliative clinic is set up to mitigate the
sufferings of the patients who are the victims of mortal diseases.

P.M Institute:

After conducting the Common Entrance Test, 12 candidates were selected for regular coaching and 36 students were
indentified to participate in the off campus programmes. Seven candidates qualified in the civil service preliminary examina-
tion 2006. Needy students of the mistake are given scholarships. The institute head extended its support for the conduct of
civil service orientation programmes in different parts of the state.

Publication Division:

The Newsletter ‘CAMPUS VIBES' highlighting the activities of the academic year 2004-05 will be released at this function.

Centre for HRD

The centre organised two residential training campus during the year.

Child Line:

Farook College in the nodal centre of Child Line, Kozhikode, This year, a new programme - “Poonthottam” - in which
children from different social state participated, was organised. As part National Initiative for Child protection, a one day
workshop for school teachers on creating a child friendly education system was organised.

Informatics Centre:

This premier information technology is to cater to the IT needs of the staff and students of the college. The centre
occasionally upgrades the infrastructure. The center's “Hardware Networking & Maintenance Cell” concentrates on Hardware
and Networking Service in the college. The center offers different module courses. The newly started “Career Oriented
Training Programme in Hardware and Networking” conducts classes in two batches. Broadband Internet Connection is pro-
vided to all department. 8 batches of module classes were conducted this year.

FAEA:

Twenty students have benefited from the scholarship programme of FAEA. It conducted a three day work shop for final
year students on ‘How to Prepare for Competitive Examinations?’

Old Students Association:

We are extremely grateful to our to our former students in India and abroad. Activates of the association in foreign
countries, especially in the Middle East, are praise worthy. FOSA Qatar unit has contributed an amount of Rs. 100000/- to Edu
Support. The rent received from the college cafeteria, a project of FOSA Dubai Unit, is used to widen the'scope of Edu
support. Most of then department convened separate meetings of the old student s and chartered out may programmes.

Remedial Coaching Centre.

UGC aided Remedial coaching centre for SC/STs offers special coaching to weaker students ion Engllsh math-
ematics, statistics Chemistry and in commerce subjects.

Institute of Language Skills:

The newly set up Language Lab promotes skills in learning English Language is taught in an innovative way with then
help of materials even from the British Council. The institute offers certificate courses , Diploma courses together with the
coaching for competitive examinations. Proposals have been submitted to the UGC to recognize these courses as career
oriented courses in parallel with conventlonal courses .

Edu Support:

This is the project design to offer financial support to the needy students, 134 students, at present receive the help form
Edu Support. The college P.T.A, FOSA and Teaching staff of the college generously contribute their share and thus become
part of this humanitarian activity.
