I have great pleasure to place before you
the report of the working of the College
for the year 1958-59. It is a matter of
great gratification and joy that I am privi-
leged to present this report in the august
presence of Dr. B. Ramakrishna Rao, the
Governor of the State of Kerala. I am
profonndly thankful to him for having
graced this occasion with his esteemed
presence.

2. STAFF

There are 37 full time members of the staff
consisting of 7 Professors, 26 Lecturers and
4 Tutors. Besides there is a part—time
Religious Instructor and a part-time Medi-
cal Officer:

The Staff Association is a body consist-
ing of all the members of the staff and has
met several times to discuss general acade-
mic matters and problems concerning the
staff.

The Staff Club has [unctioned very
eflectively this year. There is provision
for many indoor games and the Reading
Room subscribes for more than twenty

periodicals.

6. THE COLLEGE UNION,
A detailed report of the College Union
and its activities will be presented by the



Secretary. The Union was ‘qquite active as
in preceding years. “ The inauguaration of
the Union this year by Sri V. K. Krishna
Menon is a landmark in the history of the
College Union. The organization of the
Art Festival along with the College Day
Celebrations is also a notable achievement
of the Union.

The Study Circle and the six other Asso-
ciations affllated to the Union have done a
great deal to stimulate intellectual and
artistic interests.

7. LIBRARY & READING ROOM

The Library consists of nearly 5500
volumes. The library needs rapid expan-
sion and we are straining every nerve to
improve library facilities.

A Committee has been set up to collect
manuscripts of historical, cultural and
literary value, with a view to stimulate
research and add to the general usefulness
of the institution. Many valuable records
and documents are perishing unknown in
the remote parts of the country in different
households and tarawads. It will be a great
service to the cause of research and scholar-
ship to collect these materials and to pre-
serve them in the library.

Our Reading Room is furnished with
more than 50 standard journals and perio-
dicals, Indian and foreign. The students
use the Reading Room with keen interest.

8. COLLEGE MAGAZINE

The Magazine Board has heen reconsti-
tuted with Mr. V. Mohamed as the Editor
and with student representatives from the
Pre-University and Degree Classes. It is
‘proposed to bring out the annual number
in March,

9. RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION

Religious Instruction is provided .for all
Muslim students- A course of systematic
lectures in the principles and partice of
Islam is given by the Leosturer in Arabic
and the Part-time Religious Instructor.
Special tests are held in religious know-
ledge.

10. SCHOLARSHIPS, STIPENDS ETC.

There are 351 students belonging to the
Other Backward Communities who enjoy
full fee concessions from the Harijan Wel-
fare Department. There are 26 Scheduled
Caste students in the College who receive
full fee concession and stipend for boarding
and lodging charges, book allowance and
pocket money from the Government.
There are 3 students from the Laccadives
who receive Scholarship from the Island
Administrator. Government
scholarships are granted to 5 students.

Despite all these there are still a number
of students who deserve aid. In a small
way the College Poor Boys Fund is giving
loan-scholarships to enable the poor stu-
dents to meet part of their mess charges.
The fund is maintained from donations
from the public and it is an uphill task to
meet the commitments owing to the limi-
tations of resources and the uncertainty of
donations. It is imperative that a perma-
nent fund is set up for this purpose.

11. PLANNING FORUM

The College Planning Forum is one of
the recognized University Planning Forums
in the country. It has done excellent work
this vear. The organization of a Seminar
on Agriculture extending for three days in
September is its most signal achievement,

The monthly rate
in two out of the three Non-vegetarian
messés is maintained at Rs. 22/- per head
per month even in these days of soaring
prices, This is a remarkable achievement
and is the result of our anxious care to see

‘that higher education is not beyond the

means of poorer classes.

the loan for the construction of Hostel by
the Central Government, I can visualize a
satisfactory solution of our residential
problem.

Even thought we are obliged to pay a
minimum guarantee of nearly Rs. 4500/-
per annum to the West Coast Electric
Supply Corporation, the problem of supply
of electricity to our Laboratories and our
hostels has been solved. Two permanent
buses are now plying between Galicut and
The College is thus placed on
the road map of the City This is a more
or less satisfactory solutionfor the transport

. problem.

Two more questions are worrying us.
One is the establishment of a water supply
system. A borewell has been constructed
and I hope we will soon be able to lay pipe
lines to the different hostels. The other
question 1s of the approach road to the
College. This is a matter in which we
need the help of the Government. T re-
member with profound gratitude the impe-
tus given to the solution of this problem by
our Governor at the time of his first visit
to the college two years ago. With the
active intercession of the Revenue autho-
rities 1t was possible to gain possession ol
the mojor portion of land required for
widening the road. In this connection ]
wish to plase on record our deep eratitude



to our former collector, Sri K. K. Raman-
kutty, who took a very active interest in
securing the sites necessary for the broade-
ning of the road.

In respect of a small portion, acquisition
proceedings had to be taken which have
not yet been completed, This I hope will
be completed very soon.

The condition of the approach road is
very unsatisfatory. In view of the heavy
taffic and the fact that it is an approach
road to an educational centre, it 1s 1mpera-
tive that this road should be shell-creted
without delay. Representations have been
made to the Government in this behalf on
several occasions and I hope the Govern-
mont will take up this matter very soon.

On this occasion I wish to state that we
have all along been feeling the great nece-
ssity of providing a suitable auditorium for
the College, the present Assembly Hall
being far too small for its needs. A scheme
costing Rs. 81,000/~ has been prepared for
the construction of an auditorium. The
Government of India have been pleased to
sanction a grant of Rs 35,000/- towards
this purpose. It has become urgently
necessary to find the balance and we have
no other alternative but to approach our
friends and patrons to come to our aid
urgently in the matter.

From the very inception of this College
we were anxious to give liberal education

|

which had a professional and prctical bias
It was with this end in view, that we
introduced in this College instruction 11111L
to the degree standard in the Faculty of
commerce. While I donot discount the
value of liberal education—and most cer-
tainly I think the Farook College should
function as a College of liberal education;
and grow into a centre of graduate and
post graduate studies and research in the
liberal arts and sciences—I cannot help
feeling that a large proportion of students
who are now seeking admission to colleges
should be diverted to early professional and
vocational trainig. It is my anxions desire
therefore that at this educational centre af
Feroke we should have a College of techno-!
108Y a8 well, at least a polytechnic at the!
snitial stage. I trust that the Government
will extend substantial aid for the establish+
ment of such an institution. I believe the
friends and partrons of the College and the
generous public of the locality will take up
this idea and before long 1 hope to see it
fruition.

Report on the Youth Labour and Social Service Camp conducted at
at Azhinhilam during December, 1958.

On the 18th day of December 1958,
ninetythree campers assembled at 8 P. M.
in the Common Hall of the Main Hostel of
Farook College. Sri M. Gopinath, M. A.,
- Camp Director addressed the campers, and
explained to them the aims of the camp.
Later, Prof. M. A. Shukoor, M. A., LL.B.,
Camp Organiser, addressing the campers
stressed the necessity of discipline for the
success of camp life. After forming five
committees namely (a) Programmes and
entertainments committee (b) Mess Commi-
ttee (c) Sanitation Committee (d) -Pro-
paganda and Publicity Committee and
(e) Sports Committee, the meeting came
to an end at 9 P. M.

The camp officially commenced on 19th
morning. The campers had a busy pro,
gramme of work extending from 5 A. M.
to 10 P. M. out of which four hours were
devoted for manual labour alone. The
project undertaken by the campers was the
construction of the College-Azhinjhilam
road. In certain portions, the road had
to be widened and straightened. The level
of the road had to be raised from one foot
to two feet over a distance of three furlongs.
There was a steep ascent in a  certain part
of the road and this had prevented vehi-
cular traffic along this country tract all
these time. ;

The work on this project started on 19th
morning at 6-15 A,M.  The villagers gave
a hearty welcome to the student workers
in the evening when  they were entertained
to tea at the Azhinjhilam Upper Primary
School. After tea a public meeting was
held near Azhinjhilam bazar for the formal
inauguration of the camp under the presi-

- dentship of Prof M.A. Shukoor, M. A, LL.

B. Sri. M. Gopinath, M. A., Camp Dire-
ctor, welcomed the gathering and explained
to the xillagers and campers the aims of the
camp.  Sri V. Krishna Menon, President,
Azhinjhilam Grama Seva Sangham in his
inaugural speech emphasised the important
role such camps had to play for changing
the faces of rural areas. Sri. M. Padmana-
bhan Nair, M. A., M. Ed., who also spoke
on the occassion advised the campers to
work with a will and determination. Sri
Shukoor in his pesidential remarks appea-
led to the villagers to  extend maximum co-
operation in the great task of constructing
the Azhinjhilam road. Sri M. T, Hassain
Secretary of the League, thanked all those
who had  participated in the function.
‘The meeting ended at 7-30 P. M,

The campers worked in two batches—
one at the ascent and the other three fur-
longs farther east, near the bazar. The
level of the road near the bazar area was
raised by spreading clay collected from the
adjacent fields. By passing baskets in quick
succession and by engaging trolleys, about
6000 cubic feet of gravel was transported
down the ascent and spread over the clay
dumped to raise the level of the road,

During the ten days of work a number
of villagers had offered *““shramdan’’ for the
construction of the road, About 300 hours
of free labour have been thus enlisted:

As a result of  this programme of
manual labour, Azhinjhilam village is now
connected with the Farook College main
road by a milelong excellent road which is
fit for heavy vehicular traffic.,

When the activities commenced on 19 th
December there were ninetythree members



on the rolls, Of these eightysix were stu-
dents of I'arook College and the remaining
seven were organisers selecied from the
College Staff. On 24th morning thirteen
students and one organiser left for the
N. C.C. Camp at alwaye. The strength
of the camp thus was reduced to seventynine
including six organisers.

On 27th of December 1958, Sri C. S,
Navar, Under Secretary, Ministry of Edu-
cation, visited the camp. Sri Nayar was
given a rousing reception by the campers,
At a meeting. held at 2-15 P. M. in the
Common Hall, Sri M. Gopinath, Camp
Director, welcomed Sri Nayar on  behalf
of the campers.  Sri Nayar then addressing
the campers appealed to them to take part
in all labour camps and campus projects
that would be organised by the College in
future.

PLANNING SUPPLEMENT

Seminar of Agriculture:
Report of the Proceedings of the Study-Groups

The following is a report of the chief
recomendations of the study groups

organised by the Farook College Planning
Forum on 4-9-'58. The members of the
Forum were divided into six groups. The
six groups organised two discussion classes
on 4-9-°-58 evening and 5-9-'58 morning.
On 5-9-°58 evening all the groups parti-
cipated "in a general discussion on the re-
ports of the various groups. We have found
that the discussions in the various meetings
and general meeting were very stimulating
and have greatly increased our knowledge.
I am very happy to note that the members
took very keen interest in the discussions by
stating their points of view.

Before recording a summary of the group
discussions, I think it is necessary to make
certain observations which have retarded
the pace of agricultural development.

(1) The greatest obstacle in the way of
agricultural progress is his lack of knowldge.

(2) Secondly his uneconomic holding
which does not permit any new improve-
ment.

(3) Lack of adequate finance for pur-
chasing better seeds, better implements etc.

(4) Lack of marketing facilities.

(5) Lack of Co-operation among the

agriculturists to do things on collective
basis.

(6) Individualist tendency of the agri-
culturists.

(7) The present system of tenure which
does not give feeling of security to the agri-
culturists.

(8) The conservatism of the agricul-
turists is a great handicap for the working
out of all new schemes.

(9) The difficulties in getting annual
assistance from the Government.

(10) Paucity of research stations and
lack of discrimination of research results.

GROUP I-LAND RECLAMATION.

(1) An exact survey of the extent and
type of reclaimable land has to be made.

(2) After the survey, an integrated land
reclamation programme has to be formula-
ted and such a programme must be given
due publicity to the people of the concerned
localities.

(3) As reclamation work involves the
use of large machinery, it has to be taken
up not by individuals. but by Co-operative
Societies formed for the purpose.

(4) But, where reclamation does not
involve the use of large machinery it must
be done by using labour and implements
available in the locality.

(5) 1If the area of reclamation is a mala-
ria-infected on=, malaria-control measures
should also be simultaneously taken up.

(6) Weed-infected areas, promising a
high yield, if proper measures are taken up’
may also be brought under the reclamation
programme,



(7) Proper researches are to be made,
to study the acidity and the alkalinity of
the soil and to prescribe remedies for the
same. ;

(3) Irrigation facilities are to be provi-
ded wherever required.

(9) Reclaimed lands may be exempted
from land revenue for a period of 10 years.

(10) Immediate attention of the Govern-
ment is to bc bestowed on soil conservatism,
as soil erosion is very much on the increase
in the hilly parts of Kerala.

GROUP II-MANURE DEVELOPMENT

1 Scientific manuring based on the seeds
of the Crops and the type of the soil is to
be adopted by the agriculturists. For this
purpose the agriculturists must be asked to
get the soil tested by the experts.

(2) Soil testing facilites must be made
available to the agriculturists.

(3) Agriculturists must be turned to use
vegetable manures. >

(4) They may be enthused to grow
glyricidia, Koiling, etc. in their own fields.

(5) The agricultural officers must wisit
the farmers often, and give proper guidance
in making these manures.

(6) Compost-manure may be popularised.
For this purpose, the agricultural depart-
ment must see that the subsidy, given for
the prupose is made proper use of.

(7) The sentiments against the use of
night soil is to be gradually allayed and a
profuse use of it is to be popularised.

III-CROPS.

(1) Proper selection of seeds and appli-
cation of suitable manures to be popularised.

(2) Better seeds and manures are to be
made available to the cultivator easily and
cheaply.

(3) Money loans should be made avai-
lable on easy terms.

(4) Reseaach work to be made for im-
proving the cultivation cf tapioca, which
is second to rice as a food stuff in this part
of the country.

(5) An organised pest controlis to be
launched to save the Principal crops.

(6) Undue dependance on the mercy of
nature should be changed. Cultivators
must be asked to make wuse of artificial
methods.

IV - FRUITS.

1. Cultivators ignorant of the availability
of planting materials of fruits including
plantains.

2. Nurseries, now cultivated, should be
opened on Taluk or block level.

3. Bananas, now cultivated on small
scale, should be undertaken on extensive
scale.

4, Compost manures should be popu-
larised “One Compost pit for each com-
pound” is a good slogan.

5. Kitchen gardening should be popu-
larised. Students of this College can be
asked to establish a Kitchen garden in every
Hostel.

6. Credit facilities to be improved.

V—PLANTATION CROPS

To increase production of cocoanuts,
selected seeds and proper manurers are nece-
tsary. Good seedlings are available with
the Government. Pest Control for cocoa-
nuts has not been satisfactory. Therefore
more intensive pest control schemes should
be undertaken. Marketing of cocoanuts is
not satisfactory. They can be sold in places
where weekly markets are held or through
Co-operative Societies. Small cultivators
should take to the cultivation of rubber,
which is a dollar-earner. Extensive cul-
tivation of good variety of pepper is nece-
ssary. Government should find out foreign



markets. More cashew plantations should
be established. The cultivation of Sea
Island Cotton should be popularised. P. C.
C. S. should be organised to market the
plantation Crops.

VI—-ANIMAL HUSBANDRY

1. A proper survey of the cattle wealth
tobe undertaken
2. Key Village scheme to be adopted for
every village.
3. Artificial insemination should be popu-
larised.
4. Proper animal fodder should be pro-
vided.
5. Grazing facilities to be increased.
6. Cattle research Stations should be
established at district level.
7. Weak and unfit cattle should be eli-
minated.

8. Poultry-keeping and bee-keeping tc be

popularised.

9. Fish-Culture should be extended.

Approach to the Third Five Year Plan

{Recommendations of the Farook College planing forum, sent to the Asst. Chief of
planing forums, New Delhi on 15-12-'58)

1 AGRICULTURE:-~ A consummate
desire and a determination to increase agri-
cultural production and make India self
sufficient in respect of food at least, if not

in respect of agricultural
also.

(a) Help under the plan has hardly
touched the small cultivators who form the
backbone of agriculture. Their require-
ments: (1) Timely and proper maintenance
of minor Irrigation works. (2) Timely
financial help both in cash and in kind
(seeds and manure) which the cultivators

The working programme,
target etc. must be arrived at in consultation
with and the approval of ihe officer. By
a careful selection of the person and giving

im opportunities and incentives to bring
about the best result, the objective sct for
the village or villages has to be attained. An

Further
encouragement must be given,

3 CGCONSUMER INDUSTRIES:-

To make provision for (a) those industries
the products of which assume large propor-
jion in our import list and (b) those for
which raw materials are available in India.

4 IMPORT POLICY:- (a) Restriction
so as to give all encouragement to ‘Swade-
shi~ cry of importers, ¢. g. Baby Food,
T'ood, Razor blade ectc. to be neglected.
Varieties of baby foods are available in
India and only a small minority Living 1in
towns depend upon imported baby lood (b)
Priority to the import of machines required
to produce machines and raw materials nec-
ded for their manufacture and for the con-
sumer industries which have already been

established but for which raw materials are
scarce locally (c) One or two parts of a
whole item are made in India while other
parts to make it a whole item are to be im-
ported. Government places a tender for
the whole item. Insuch cases tenders have
to be split.

5 EXPORT POLICY:- All attempts
to be made to increase exports. But for this
purpose one thing which is neglected is mar-
ket analysis and research. It is our job to
produce what the market needs”, because
what the plant produces will not sell if it
will not suit the taste of the market. Promi-
nence must be given for this matter of mar-
ket research.

6 SMALL AND COTTAGE INDUST-
RIES:- An earnest attempt should be made
to link these with large scale industries.

7 TRANSPORT:- Proper and timely
maintenance and repairiof interstate roads,
particularly in north Kerala- i, e. Kerala-
Mysore roads. The questions of the centre
takin up these roads is to be considered- (1)
Hassan- Mangalore railway, again in the
same area, is a long felt want. The survey
of this was finished a few years back (2)
Similarly there is the Tellichery-Coorg-
Mysore railway. These are expected to
improve trade in plantation products- gene-
ral approach has to be to take up those
items of new construction whic will increase
production and trade.

8 To day the success of a work is apprai-
sed by the amount expended. This has to
change and appraisal has to depend on per-
formance for attaining the objective,

The members pointed out that the
following were the principal causes for the
rise in price of Agricultural Products:

1) Low Productivity.

2) Reluctance on the part of agriculturists
to use modern methods of cultivation and
implements.

3) Lack of Finance.

4) Conservatism and individualist tenden-
cy of the agriculturists.

5) Increase of population.

6) Lack of incentive on the part of agri-
culturists due to the present tenancy systems
prevalent in different parts of the country.

7) Import restrictions.
8) Lack of adequate reserve stock men-
tioned by the Government, |
9) Deficit financing by the Government.
10) Fall in production due to unfavourable
weather conditions etc.
11) Incorrect position shown by published
statistics.
RECOMMENDATIONS.

1) Land Reform to be brought about in
all states.

2) Introduction of Co-operative Farming
wherever possible

3) Enthuse farmers to take to modern
methods of Agriculture.
4) Popularise population control methods
5) Liberalise import policy,
6) Increase the reserve stock of food-
grains.
7) The Government should buy food-
grains from the open market.
8) Discourage banks from advancing free-
ly against foodgrains.
9) Step up.production by all means.
10) Regulate the issue of currency and try
to keep up a balance between increasing

issue of currency and production as far as
possi- ble.

Report of the Socio Economic and Attitude Survey of Vallikunnu Village
conducted by the members of the Planning Forum on 30—1—1959.

A socic-economic and attitude Survey
was conducted by the members of the plan-
ning Forum on 30-1-1939 to study the
economic conditions, agricultural develop-
ments etc of the Vallikunnu Village and
also to note the attitude of the people to-
wards the plan and the plan consiousness
or otherwise of the Villagers.

On a thorough study of the different
wards of the wvillage, we found that the

village has vast scope for developments, but

nothing worth mentioning has been done
so far. The Village is surrounded by a
river. 'The soil near the river is guite fer-
tile. Therefore, if proper attention is
given, three crops may be raised {rom the
areas near the river side. The uplands are
quite rocky but they are suited for plant-
ation of cashew trees. There is vast scope
for the development of coir and tile indus-
tries, The village now does not have any
means of communication except water tran-
sport and therefore we are told that agri-
cultural officers or officers of other develop-
mental departments seldom visit the place.
Most of the people do not have any idea
about the Five year plans. They are oppo-
sed to family planning. Their main com-
plaints were that they do not get drinking

water and in spite of some representations
made to the authorities, nothing has been
done so far to meet this urgent need of
theirs and that they are not able to make
any gain out of their cultivation. On the
other hand, every year their agricultural in
debtedness increases.

If proper attention is bestowed and assi-
stance and guidance given to the agricul-
turists, the village can certainlybe improved.
Some subsidiary industries can also be
developed.

The Western tip of the village is the sea
coast where most of the inhabitants belong
to the community of Fishermen. They eke
out their livelihood out of Fishing. But
fishing unfortunately doesnot provide them
adequate means of livelihood through out
the year. They require financial aid for
making capital '‘equipments like boats etc.
They are also desirous of getting a fish
curing centre started in the place, If co-
operative socicties are formed to integrate
all stages or fishing industry, most of their
problems, we feel, can be solved.
