and seminars. A databank of objective type ques-
tions is being maintained. The AMC administered

the Entrance Tests for Civil Service Coaching at Cres-
cent Centre, Madras and assisted for BBS course
here. A wrokshop for preparing syllabus for Islamic
Economicsis being planned.

Campus Diversity Initiative : The CDI Project
financed by the Ford Foundation got off to agood
start with the inaugration of Teachers’ Training
Programme by the Collector Sri. U.K.S. Chauhan.
Coaching classes for students, Lecture series, Talks
and debated have also been held. A mobile unit
for social harmony is being set up, and the first of
half-yearly bulletins is due soon.

The Parent Teacher Association: P.T.A Contrib-
uted Rs 3lakhs for the construction of a new buiding.
