Most of the programs organized
by the departments have helped to sustain and strengthen the academic atmosphere of the campus.

ACTIVITIES OF DEPARTMENTS
Department of English

Dr. T.V. Prakash was the resource person at the workshop on the UG Curriculum Restructuring held
at the university. He attended workshops on NAAC Reaccreditation held at Providence College,
MES College Mampad and WMO College Muttil. He rendered an extension lecture on *Structural-
ism and Deconstruction” at EMEA College, Kondotty. Dr. Asha Mohammed was the resource person
at the refresher course on ‘Cultural studies’ organized by the university. Attending the workshop
the workshop for higher secondary teachers, she presented a paper on ‘Reading of literature based
on latest critical theories’. Mrs. Sajitha MA presented a paper on ‘Four skill assessment in mixed
ability class room’ at the international conference sponsored by the British Council and English
Language Teachers Association of India. Her paper ‘Front office management course’ is published
in Assonance, a journal of Russian and Comparative Literature Studies. The open defense viva of
Raheena KK on her PhD, ‘Dualism in the Novels of William Golding and Joseph Conrad’, was held
on 17th December, 2009.

Department of Arabic

The department organized a two day UGC sponsored national seminar on 18th and 19th November
2009 on ‘Arabic language and literature a universal threshold to Job, Education and Trade’. Mr. Ali
Siddique, the Ambassador of Palestine to India inaugurated the seminar. A function in honor of the
rank holders in BA Arabic and Islamic History exam was arranged. The department released a book,

Department of Malayalam

Department of Mathematics

Department of Physical Education

College Library

Our library has a collection of more than 80,000 volumes and around 167 periodicals are being sub-
scribed. More than 6 lakh rupees have been spent for the purchase of books, periodicals and audio
visual items during the year. A well equipped digital library has been set up under MPLAD scheme
of Mr. Abdul Vahab MP. Exhibition of books and posters, national library week celebration, discus-
sion and debates under Readers Forum on the topics of social relevance were some of the programs
organized during the year.

NCC Army (boys)

A cycle rally in association with Navy(boys) on ‘Cancer awareness’ in the neighborhood was con-
ducted.

Edu-Support

Edu-Support offered financial support to 172 students to relieve them from stringent financial bur-
den and thus helping to concentrate on their studies. An amount of Rs. 4, 45,507 is spent for the
purpose during the year. Major contribution comes from FOSA Qatar and Jeddah units, Laila Al
Sagar of Kuwait, PTA, old students and teachers.
