Without sign, deaf peo-
ple would be forced to speak and
would integrate into the general
population rather than marry one
another, thereby producing fewer
deaf babies. The Milan Confer-
ence held under his presidency in
1880 banned sign language from
schools for the deaf around the
world for about 80 years. There
were policies to stop deaf inter-
marriages to wipe out deafness,
asylums where fingers were tied
or beaten or jammed in drawers
to stop deaf children from com-
municating in sign language, and
mass termination of deaf schools
under the facade of inclusive ed-
ucation, all of which led to the de-
popularization of sign language.
Besides his ethics, Bell’s actual
science was wrong—most deaf-
ness isn't directly hereditary—but
his ideas remain prevalent in deaf
education circles even now. Today,
speech therapists in our habilita-
tion centres regard sign language
as a crutch, which upon learning
will prevent a child from being

intrinsically motivated to learn
an oral language, a belief that is
an offshoot of the oralism of the

1800s.

Despite gov-
ernment funding for the initial
surgery (and sometimes two years
of therapy), children whose care-
takers cannot afford to take days
off of work to accompany them to
and from the centres will not see
any improvement in speech be-
cause of the implant alone.

3) The planned obsolescence
of the companies that provide the
equipment results in lack of spare
parts and inability to repair once
the provider stops manufactur-
ing a specific model. Unlike other
products, the dysfunction of co-
chlear implants results in students
being unable to participate in
class. They cannot switch to deaf
schools, since they have been de-
nied it. Most deaf people in India
are not trained in Indian Sign Lan-
guage.

4) Isolation is a requirement
of the implant. Since children are
deprived of language and parents
are discouraged from learning and
teaching sign language, kids end
Up unable to have a conversation
with their own families.
